Partnerships in Parkinson’s Disease

Resthaven Marion Community Services and Repatriation General Hospital are working in collaboration to improve the long term functional disability management of Parkinson’s disease. The Parkinson’s Disease Rehabilitation Clinic works in conjunction with General Practitioners and Neurologists to improve services for people living with Parkinson’s disease.

This is an exciting, national first. The clinic has been extremely successful in offering a unique combination of specialist assistance.
The clinic brings together an interdisciplinary team of Geriatricians, Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists and a Parkinson’s disease Nurse Specialist. Using the principles of chronic disease self management, individuals are assisted to better manage the disability associated with this progressive, chronic disease.

Common issues addressed in the clinic include falls, poor mobility, problems with activities of daily living, communication and swallowing difficulties, depression and anxiety, continence issues, and cognitive impairment.

In partnership with the client, a comprehensive therapy care plan is developed for each individual in conjunction with the referring doctor, who is kept informed.
