‘Our task now is to purchase a suitable site or property on which to build, preferably close to shops, schools and community facilities.’
‘The community will benefit from additional services for older people, volunteering and employment opportunities and involvement with community groups. We will work cooperatively with local service providers to complement the established aged care and support services.’ 

Resthaven offers care for older people who need assistance with day to day tasks such as washing, cooking, cleaning, medication management and so on, as well as coordinated support for carers of any age who care for frail or disabled people aged 60+ years. As each person’s individual needs are different, the services provided are structured according to their abilities and interests.
Established in 1935, Resthaven Incorporated is an aged care community service of the Uniting Church. Resthaven is respected for the delivery of high quality, responsive care services for older South Australians and currently operates residential aged care facilities at nine locations, offering accommodation to over 1,000 older people. A range of in home community care and support options are offered throughout metropolitan Adelaide, the Adelaide Hills, Murraylands and across the Limestone Coast, with more than 6,000 clients benefiting from these services. 
Resthaven employs approximately 1,350 staff who are supported by 400 volunteers.
