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Resthaven is coming to Mt Gambier
Corner of Elizabeth Street and Caldwell Street, Mount Gambier

Resthaven Chief Executive Officer, Richard Hearn, is in Mt Gambier today to discuss plans for a new state of the art residential aged care facility adjacent to the St Andrews Uniting Church in Elizabeth Street. 

“We are delighted to be expanding our high quality aged care services to Mt Gambier, as this will offer much needed assistance for local older people and their carers,” he announced. “We look forward to investing in the local community.”
“Our proposed development project will cost in the order of $15 million, a significant financial boost to the local economy.  Once established, we anticipate approximately 100 long term local jobs will be created.

“As one of the larger not-for-profit aged care service providers in South Australia, we provide both residential care and community care services for older people of all faiths and beliefs and with diverse cultural and economic backgrounds. 

“We currently provide community services for older people who live at home across the Limestone Coast, including Mount Gambier, Millicent, Naracoorte and surrounding areas, as well as across Metropolitan Adelaide, in Murray Bridge, the Adelaide Hills and in the Mallee Region.  We have residential care facilities at nine locations.

“We are excited about our plans to establish a new, purpose built, Federal Government approved Residential Aged Care facility, consisting of 45 high care (nursing home), 15 low care (hostel) and up to an additional 15 further places to serve the community of Mount Gambier and surrounding areas. We will also incorporate services for older people who need short term care through respite and propose to include a specific care area which will meet the needs of those with memory loss and confusion.
“As Resthaven is an aged care community service of the Uniting Church, we believe that the proposed development will be a very appropriate use of the land adjoining the Uniting Church.  We have given detailed attention to the design of the facility as it is in such an important location. We believe the 
facility’s design will greatly enhance the streetscape, with sufficient planned, onsite car parking space 
to accommodate the facility’s needs.

The new Residential Aged Care Facility is a result of the initial stage allocation of aged care places in the Australian Government’s Zero Real Interest Loan and Associated Places Round. This is a special allocation of places in areas of high need. 
Resthaven was awarded the 45 high care and 15 low care places and a $6 million zero real interest loan in this round, which called for applicants with a sound financial base and proven experience in residential aged care, as well as a willingness to provide aged care services in areas of high need.

Resthaven offers care for older people who need assistance with day to day tasks such as washing, cooking, cleaning, medication management and so on, as well as coordinated support for carers of any age who care for frail or disabled people aged 60+ years. As each person’s individual needs are different, the services provided are structured according to their abilities and interests.
Established in 1935, Resthaven Incorporated is respected for the delivery of high quality, responsive care services for older South Australians. Resthaven currently operates residential aged care facilities at nine locations, offering accommodation to over 1,000 older people. Resthaven employs approximately 1,350 staff who are supported by 400 volunteers. 
A range of in home community care and support options are offered throughout metropolitan Adelaide, the Adelaide Hills, Murraylands and across the Limestone Coast, with more than 6,000 clients benefiting from these services.
